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	Alliteration – two or more consonant sounds are the same


	Contrast – using opposite ideas or words to make your point
	Repetition  - of key words and ideas
	Strong adjectives – to show the strong emotion behind your persuasion

	Lists of three – listing three key points or features


	Antithesis – using two opposite words or meanings in one sentence or phrase
	Allegory – reference to literary texts to support your comments
	Imperatives - commands

	Humour  - using humour to make your point memorable


	Emotive language – to make the reader feel a certain way
	Hyperbole –exaggeration for effect
	Superlatives - the most extreme form of adjectives

	Imagery / metaphor  -directly comparing one thing to another


	Sound patterns – repetition of vowel or consonant sounds 
	Anecdotes  - may be personal experience or accounts to make the persuasion more genuine
	Similes – making a comparison using like or as

	Rhetorical Questions – asking a question which you answer yourself


	Use of personal pronouns – I, we, you – to include the reader
	Direct address -to the reader e.g. You must join us!
	Personification- giving something inanimate, human characteristics


If you are feeling adventurous..... try these!
	Anaphora (same word(s) at the beginning of a series of phrases e.g. We shall fight them on the beaches, we shall fight them on the landing grounds)

	Chiasmus (words or sounds in mirrored order e.g. Ask not what your country can do for you
	Tricolon  (a series of phrases that repeat the same sound three times, eg. Veni, vedi,, veci)
	Isocolon (a series of phrases of the same structure and length, e.g. If you prick us do we not bleed; If you tickle us, do we not laugh?

	Circumlocution (periphrasis)- speaking or writing all around a topic without getting to the point – politicians do this a lot!


	Chiasmus (words or sounds in mirrored order e.g. Ask not what your country can do for you
	Metonymy – the naming of something in terms of something connected to it e.g. Downing street believes.
	Gradiato (a staircase, where the phrases build up to a crescendo)
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
